Trained and certified volunteers will be preparing tax forms starting January 30 through April 16, for free, through the VITA (Volunteer Income Tax Assistance) program.  Last year, the 63 VITA volunteers were able to serve 2,828 tax payers, donating more than 3,400 hours of time to the program. In total 5,296 tax returns were prepared and more than $3.1 million was returned back to Saginaw County residents through the VITA program.
