Program Description – Fall 2011
Involving young people in volunteerism is a goal of the United Way Community Volunteer Services and the Harvey Randall Wickes Foundation.  We believe that volunteering increases an individual’s self-esteem and can also increase leadership skills and community awareness.  The goal of this program is to help empower young people to create volunteer projects and enable them to carry out these projects by providing them with the adequate resources.

Service learning is often a component of a high school student’s graduation requirements.  Participating in Volunteer START will give students the opportunity to complete their service learning requirements as well as engage them in a meaningful volunteer experience that will benefit the community at large.

Students will identify a project to assist a local nonprofit organization as well as create a plan on how they intend to accomplish the desired results. The plan is then submitted with an application to United Way for approval and funding.  Funding will be available for projects in the amount of $500 - $2,000.  Funding for this program is being supplied by a grant from the Harvey Randall Wickes Foundation.  Participating schools may submit more than one application; however no school shall receive more than $2,000 in total grant funding. The review and selection process will be done by a United Way committee.
1. All projects will be coordinated with a nonprofit organization which is tax exempt under IRS Section 501 (c) 3.

2. The students will be encouraged to use collaboration as one of the tools to complete the project.  
3. There will be three key people involved with facilitating each project. (Please see attached duties page)
4. For each project, any unused funds will be donated to the partnering nonprofit organization; and the students will recognize that the more efficiently they run the project, the more they will be able to turn over to the charity at the end.  

We truly believe that this is a win-win situation for the schools and students, the participating nonprofit organizations, the United Way of Saginaw County and the Harvey Randall Wickes Foundation.
